Rules:  

 Gingerbread house kits allowed.    

 Everything must be edible, except for your base. No perishable items may 

be used.    

 Bases cannot be larger than 18” x 18”.  No height restriction.    

 Entries must be created in 2017.    

 Please give your entry a name.   

 Entries must be dropped off at the museum between November 24 and 

December 17. Museum hours are Tuesday through Saturday 10am-4pm 

and Sunday 12pm-4pm. 

 Entries will be exhibited from December 1-17, 2017. 

 Entries must be picked up by 4pm December 30, 2017. Unclaimed entries 

become the property of the Michigan Firehouse Museum and will be 

discarded.   

 Judging will be based on overall appearance, originality, creativity, fire 

theme, architecture, craftsmanship, and adherence to the contest 

rules. Awards will be given in each division. Judges’ decisions are final.  

 The Museum reserves the right to designate entries ‘not show quality’ and 

refuse to display entries for any reason.
